PROLOGUE OF OHRID
APRIL 24

- THE HOLY MARTYR SABAS THE SOLDIER [STRATELATES]
This glorious Sabas lived in Rome during the reign of Em-
peror Aurelian and held the rank of commander. By ances-
try, he was of a Gothic tribe. He often visited Christians in
prison and assisted them from his own estate. Because of
his extreme chastity and fasting, God had given him au-
thority over unclean spirits. When Sabas was accused of
being a Christian, he courageously stood before the em-
peror, threw down his military belt and openly confessed
Christ the Lord. Sabas was tortured in various ways:
flogged, scrapped with irons and burned with candles. He
did not succumb to these deadly tortures but appeared
alive and healthy. His military companions, seeing that God
was obviously helping him, embraced the Faith of Christ. Those seventy in
number were immediately beheaded by order of the emperor. Christ the Lord
Himself appeared in a great light to St. Sabas in prison and encouraged His
martyr. After that, he was condemned to death by drowning. Sabas was
thrown into a deep river where he gave up his soul to God in the year 272
A.D. His soul went to the Lord to Whom he remained faithful through many
tortures.

| THE VENERABLE ELIZABETH

In her early years, Elizabeth entered the monastic state in
| the Monastery of St. Cosmas and St. Damian in Constan-
tinople and took upon herself the heavy burden of self-
mortification for the sake of Christ the God and for the
sake of her soul. She considered herself a bride of Christ
and considered this world as though it did not exist. Out of
her great love for God, emanated her great compassion
toward people, especially toward the sick and the suffer-
ing. With the gift that God had bestowed upon her, she cured various dis-
eases and afflictions of the people. During her nightly prayers, she was seen
totally encompassed by a heavenly light. Following her death, her relics pos-
sessed the power of healing and a great number of the sick and suffering
gathered at her grave throughout the ages. She died peacefully and entered
into the eternal joy of her Lord in the year 540 A.D.

THE HOLY MARTYRS EUSEBIUS, NEON, LEONTIUS AND LONGINUS
These four were military companions of St. George. Witnessing the coura-
geous endurance and miracles of St. George, these wonderful soldiers be-
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came Christians for which they were beheaded.

THE HOLY MARTYR PASICRATES AND VALENTINE

When the judge urged Pasicrates and the martyr's brother Papianus,
who had fallen away from Christ because of the fear of torture, to offer
sacrifice to the idols, Pasicrates placed his hand in the fire and cried out:
"The body is mortal and is consumed by fire but the soul is immortal and
does not feel the visible sufferings!" However, his mother sustained and
encouraged him to endure to the end. He was beheaded with Valentine
and both took up habitation in the kingdom of Christ about the year 288
A.D.

VENERABLE THOMAS, "FOOL FOR CHRIST"

Whenever he was in the city of Antioch on business for the monastery,
Thomas always pretended insanity for the sake of Christ. A certain Anas-
tasius did not want to give him alms that Thomas sought for the monas-
tery but struck him with his fist. Thomas then prophesied: "From now on
neither will | receive anything from Anastasius, neither will Anastasius be
able to give me anything." After a day, Anastasius died and Thomas,
prior to his return to the monastery, also died. Thus the prophecy of this
holy man was fulfilled. St. Thomas died in Daphni near Antioch at the
time of Patriarch Domnus (546 - 560 A.D.)

THE NEO-MARTYRS LUKE AND NICHOLAS
This wonderful young man Luke, a tailor by trade, suffered martyrdom
for Christ in 1564 A.D. Nicholas suffered martyrdom in the year 1776
A.D.

REFLECTION

In exhorting Christians to attend church for prayer, St. John Chrysostom
says: "If someone delivers to subjugated citizens a royal decree, the citi-
zens do not question the life of the messenger, as to whether he is rich
or poor or righteous or sinful but all listen attentively to that which he is
reading. If someone did not hear, he asks one who has heard. When you
have such a great awe of earthly rulers, how much more should you have
heed us priests here, where the Creator of the Heavenly Powers speaks
through us sinners?" Indeed, what is Holy Scripture but a Grammata
[Letter] of the Heavenly King! Why is it that the unique and saving Gram-
mata does not interest us every day and every hour, when the least au-
thority in the country and their trivial orders do interest us? St. Anthony
said: "Whatever you do have justification for this in Holy Scripture." But
how can you have justification in Holy Scripture if you are not familiar
with Holy Scripture?



HOMILY
About the vanity of everything in comparison with Christ
"I consider them so much rubbish, that | may gain Christ"
(Philippians 3:8).

The apostle who writes this had worldly knowledge; he had wealth and
friends, he had youth and health. He had all the requisites of worldly suc-
cess among his people. Paul says, "l left all." For the sake of Christ Jesus my
Lord, I left all. Before the sages of this world he became a fool; before the
rich he became as a beggar; before his friends, he becomes an enemy. He
exhausted his youth and health by voluntary sufferings and afflictions. With
one stroke he closed for himself all prospects for worldly success. Why did
you do this O Holy Apostle Paul? Because, " | consider them so much rub-
bish, that | may gain Christ."

Brethren, did the Apostle Paul deceive himself leaving everything as rubbish
and did he gain something greater in gaining Christ? Twenty centuries are
witnessing that the holy apostle did not deceive himself and, that in gaining
Christ, he received incomparably more and better than that which he aban-
doned and sacrificed. He received wisdom above all worldly knowledge and
riches unperishable and incorruptible; he gained friends in the form of true
angels of God; and eternal youth without disease and aging; and divine suc-
cess, which lasts without change, in eternal life. All of this he gained in gain-
ing Christ. All of this he received leaving all that the world offers to its favor-
ites.

Indeed, brethren, Christ is better than the world. There are no words which
could express His superiority over the world. The world deceives its favor-
ites but Christ rewards His favorites truthfully. The world gives little and
takes all. The world offers decay and takes away life. Christ, however, seeks
little and gives all. He seeks that we discard decay and He gives us eternal
life. Brethren, Christ is our one and only true friend.

O resurrected Lord Christ, help us to renounce rubbish, to renounce decay
and grant us eternal life.



Commemoration of The Great and Holy Feast of Pascha

Holy Week comes to an end at sunset of Great and Holy Saturday, as the
Church prepares to celebrate her most ancient and preeminent festival,
Pascha, the feast of feasts. The time of preparation will give way to a time
of fulfillment. The glorious and respendent light emanating from the
empty Tomb will dispel the darkness. Christ, risen from the dead, cracks
the fortress of death and takes "captivity captive" (Psalm 67:19). All the
limitations of our createdness are torn asunder. Death is swallowed up in
victory and life is liberated. "For as by a man came death, by a man came
also the resurrection of the dead. For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ
shall all be made alive" (I Corinthians 15:21-22). Pascha is the dawn of the
new and unending day. The Resurrection constitutes the most radical and
decisive deliverance of humankind.

The Resurrection of Jesus Christ is the fundamental truth and absolute fact
of the Christian faith. It is the central experience and essential kerygma of
the Church. It confirms the authenticity of Christ's remarkable earthly life
and vindicates the truth of His teaching. It seals all His redemptive work:
His life, the model of a holy life; His compelling and unique teaching; His
extraordinary works; and His awesome, life-creating death. Christ's Resur-
rection is the guarantee of our salvation. Together with His Ascension it
brings to perfection God's union with us for all eternity.

The Resurrection made possible the miracle of the Church, which in every
age and generation proclaims and affirms "God's plan for the universe, the
ultimate divinization of man and the created order." The profound experi-
ence of and the unshakable belief in the risen Lord enabled the Apostles to
evangelize the world and empowered the Church to overcome paganism.
The Resurrection discloses the indestructible power and inscrutable wis-
dom of God. It disposes of the illusory myths and belief systems by which



people, bereft of divine knowledge, strain to affirm the meaning and pur-
pose of their existence. Christ, risen and glorified, releases humanity from
the delusions of idolatry. In Him grave-bound humanity discovers and is filled
with incomparable hope. The Resurrection bestows illumination, energizes
souls, brings forgiveness, transfigures lifes, creates saints, and gives joy.

The Resurrection has not yet abolished the reality of death. But it has re-
vealed its powerlessness (Hebrews 2:14-15). We continue to die as a result
of the Fall. Our bodies decay and fall away. "God allows death to exist but
turns it against corruption and its cause, sin, and sets a boundary both to
corruption and sin." Thus, physical death does not destroy our life of com-
munion with God. Rather, we move from death to life from this fallen world
to God's reign.

Orthodox Celebration of Pascha

Before midnight on Saturday evening, the Odes of Lamentation of the previ-
ous day are repeated. The Orthros of the Resurrection begins in complete
darkness. The priest takes light from the vigil light and gives it to the faithful,
who are holding candles. The priest sings: "Come ye and receive light from
the unwaning light, and glorify Christ, who arose from the dead", and all the
people join him in singing this hymn again and again. From this moment,
every Christian holds the Pascha candle as a symbol of his vivid, deep faith in
the Resurrection of Jesus Christ as Savior.

The occurrences and events of our time may not seem to justify the
exultation of our greeting. The natural destruction caused by seismic
tremors and oceanic swells, together with the lurking devastation
from possible nuclear explosion, as well as the human sacrifices re-
sulting from military conflict and terrorist action, reveal our world to
be in horrible torment and anguish from the pressure of the natural
and spiritual forces of evil.

Nevertheless, the Resurrection of Christ is indeed real and grants to
faithful Christians the certainty ¢ and to all humanity the possibility ¢
of transcending the adverse consequences of natural calamity and
spiritual perversity.

Nature rebels when the arrogant human mind endeavors to tame its
boundless forces endowed by the Creator it its seemingly insignifi-
cant and inactive elements. In considering from a spiritual perspec-
tive the grievous natural phenomena that plague our planet repeat-
edly and successively in recent times, we appreciate and acknowl-
edge the belief that these are inseparable from the spiritual and
ethical deviation of humanity. The signs of this deviation ¢ such as
greed, avarice, and an insatiable desire for material wealth, along-
side an indifference toward the poverty endured by so many as a
result of the imbalanced affluence of the few ¢ may not be clearly
related to the natural occurrences in the eyes of scientists. Yet, for
someone examining the matter spiritually, sin disturbs the harmony
of spiritual and natural relations alike. For, there is a mystical con-
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nection between moral and natural evil; if we wish to be liberated
from the latter, we must reject the former.
Our Risen Lord Jesus Christ, the new Adam and God, constitutes the
model for the beneficial influence of a saint on the natural world. For
Christ healed physical and spiritual illness, granting comfort and heal-
ing to all people, while at the same time bringing calm and peace to
stormy seas, multiplying five loaves of bread to feed the five thou-
sand, thereby combining the reconciliation of spiritual and natural har-
mony. If we want to exert a positive impact on the current negative
natural and political conditions of our world, then we have no other
alternative than faith in the Risen Christ and fulfillment of his saving
commandments.
Christ has risen and given new life to the perfect ethos of humankind,
which had darkened this ethos. Christ became the first-born and pio-
neer of the regeneration of the world and the whole of creation. The
message of the Resurrection is not empty of meaning for the quality of
human life and the balanced function of nature. As we completely and
profoundly experience the Resurrection of Christ in the depth our
heart, our existence shall favorably impact upon all humanity and the
natural world. The natural sciences may not yet fully have underlined
the relationship between the regeneration of humanity and the re-
newal of creation, but the experience of the saints ¢ which should be
the aim our own experience ¢ confirms the experientially proven fact
that, indeed, a person reborn in Christ restores the harmony of the
natural world disturbed by sin. In Christ, the saint can move moun-
tains for the good of the world, while the sinful person, who opposes
the ways of God, can shake the earth and raise destructive waves.
Let us approach the sanctity of the Risen Christ in order, through His
grace, to calm the natural and moral waves that trouble our world to-
day.
May the grace of our Risen Lord Jesus Christ be with you all, beloved
children in the Lord. Amen.
